SCHOOL GROUNDS

The School Grounds Committee have been
busy planning enhancements and upgrades
around the school. Part of this planning
includes an amphitheatre and outdoor
classroom in the hollow area to the left of
the main entry to the school. This is a major
project and may take a number of years to
complete due to the cost involved.

Yesterday we had a visit to the school from
Dr Anne Aly MP Member for Cowan and the
Hon Tanya Plibersek MP Member for Sydney
and Deputy Leader of the Opposition. They
met with P & C representatives, school staff
and students. During their visit we discussed
our plans and they also had an opportunity
to view the area of the proposed
amphitheatre and outdoor classroom. At
the conclusion of the visit they announced
that they may be able to make a
contribution of $50,000 towards this
project. This is very exciting news, however
it is subject to the outcome of the upcoming
Federal Election.

Triple P is designed to give parents the skills they
need to raise confident, healthy children and to
build stronger family relationships. Research has
shown it works across cultures, socio-economic
groups and in many different family structures.

Triple P doesn’t tell people how to parent, but
rather, it offers simple and practical strategies that
parents can adapt to suit their own values, beliefs
and needs. The benefits can be dramatic and long-
lasting.

Facilitated by school
psychologist Nora Gillespie, the seminar will
include a presentation and time for discussion and
questions.
